– Jobs: Clustered jobs with housing; Created mixed use 
areas.

– Transportation: Developed housing near the transportation; 
– Increased mass transit more than auto only. Multi-modal 

transportation. 
– Environment: Protected agricultural and environmental 

lands; Parks in conjunction with buildings, e.g., urban parks.
