– Create a balance (close proximity) between jobs and 
housing (5)

– Enhance mobility – make things & people move faster and 
more efficiently using multimodal forms of transportation (4)

– Develop points of higher density (residential, jobs) to support 
and encourage multi-modal transportation (3)
